Investments that change lives - The story of a trusted partnership

Investment is a driving force behind any dynamic economy. It is not just about funding or factories, it is about people, communities,
and the belief that we can build a better future together. German companies did not come to Romania just for the numbers - they
came with a long-term commitment, with the desire to create opportunities and bring innovation.

The long-standing presence of German companies in Romania
speaks for itself. Over the past decades, Germany has become
Romania’s most important foreign investor. In 2023 alone,
German direct investment inflows totaled €682 million EUR,
bringing the total investment stock to €17.1 billion EUR, more
than any other foreign investor. What does this mean for
Romania? Modern factories, well-paid jobs, and the opportu-
nity for Romania to be part of global production chains.

These investments are leading to the development of modern
production facilities across Romania, in strategic industries
like automotive, electronics, and aerospace. Notable examples
include Continental, Bosch, ebm-papst, Airbus Aerostructures,
Star Assembly, which operate advanced manufacturing plants
producing high-value components for global markets. Such
facilities export the entirety of their production worldwide.

“At ebm-papst, we are investing not only in production
but also in research and development in Romania - and for that,
we need stable frameworks and genuine partnerships between
business and government. We see great potential in developing
skilled talent and dual education models to build a sustainable
pipeline together.”

But the benefits go far beyond the companies themselves. German companies work closely with hundreds of Romanian suppliers,
sharing know-how, creating local jobs, and raising standards. This cooperation helps Romanian SMEs develop new skills, improve
their operations, and in some cases, even enter new international markets. All Airbus divisions in Romania are for instance
cooperating directly or indirectly with over 200 partners and sourcing approximatively €245 million EUR per year in Romania.

Initiatives like Penny’s TripleRO (3RO) assortment, where the
main product ingredient is grown, raised, extracted or man-
ufactured in Romania, as well as processed and packaged in
the country support national producers and offer a sustainable
portfolio for the customers.

Communities also feel the impact: increased tax revenues,
revenue for the local budget, investments in schools, hospitals,
roads, and green energy. To ensure investments can unfold
their full impact, clear and reliable framework conditions are
essential. Companies need predictability, transparent rules,
and legal certainty. Just as important is trust - in institutions,
in the rule of law, and in Romania’s long-term vision as part of
the EU and NATO.

German investments in Romania are more than a business de-
cision. It’s about a partnership built on shared values, stability,
and the conviction that Romania’s success is Europe’s success.

A stable and growing external trade sector is a cornerstone of Romania’s economic development and global positioning. Germany,
Romania’s largest trading partner, plays a key role in this dynamic — not only as an economic partner but as a long-standing

collaborator built on mutual trust and industrial complementarity.

In 2024, bilateral trade in goods between the two countries
exceeded €42.5 billion EUR, with exports from Romania to
Germany totaling €19 billion EUR and imports reaching €23.5
billion. This relatively balanced exchange reflects that Romanian
companies are becoming increasingly competitive and better in-
tegrated into major international production chains. Romania’s
top export goods to Germany included machinery, electrical
components, vehicles, and metal products - all sectors that
rely on innovation, precision, and quality developed over
decades of cooperation with German industry.

“As part of a leading German automotive group,
DRAXLMAIER Satu Mare develops state-of-the-art components
for premium electric vehicles, using innovative technologies that
set benchmarks in precision, efficiency, and sustainability. Our
commitment to excellence drives modern mobility, supports the
transition to e-mobility, and reinforces Romania’s strategic role
in Europe’s competitive automotive industry.”

Turismul a devenit un pilon tot mai important al economiei Romaniei, ajungand sa contribuie cu aproape 5% la PIB Tn 2024. Odata
cu aceasta crestere, turistii straini joaca un rol din ce in ce mai important, iar dintre ei, vizitatorii din Germania se remarca in mod

special.

Cu peste 240.000 de turisti germani sositi in Romania intr-un
singur an, acestia formeaza cel mai numeros grup de turisti
straini din tara. Felul in care calatoresc turistii germani aduce
beneficii multor regiuni din Romania, nu doar marilor des-
tinatii cunoscute. Ei sunt interesati de experiente autentice
si de un turism responsabil, care respecta natura si comu-
nitatile locale. Acest lucru se vede clar, de exemplu, in Delta
Dunadrii, unde aproape o treime dintre vizitatori au fost turisti
germani, atrasi de peisaje, biodiversitate si oportunitatile
de observare a pasarilor. Muntii Carpati reprezinta o alta
destinatie preferata. Multi turisti germani aleg drumetiile si
traseele de trekking, iar turismul activ castiga tot mai mult
teren.

Tourism is playing an increasingly important role in Romania’s economy, accounting for almost five percent of GDP in 2024. With this
increase, foreign tourists are playing an increasingly important role, and among them, visitors from Germany stand out in particular.

With over 240,000 German tourists arriving in Romania in a
single year, they form the largest group of foreign tourists in
the country. The way German tourists travel benefits many re-
gions in Romania, not just the major well-known destinations.
They are interested in authentic experiences and responsible
tourism that respects nature and local communities. This is
clearly, for example, in the Danube Delta, where almost a third
of visitors were German tourists, attracted by the landscapes,
biodiversity, and birdwatching opportunities.

The Carpathian Mountains are another popular destination.
Many German tourists choose hiking and trekking trails, and
active tourism is gaining ground. Cycling is also extremely
popular: on the route along the Danube, German tourists
were the largest group of cyclists in a single year, with approx-
imately 40,000 visitors.

“General tourism trends from a German perspective
speak a lot for Romania: Shorter distances, high focus on nature
and authentic culture, and a focus on smaller groups are what
is sought in travel, and Romania has all the ingredients to
become a top-destination in European eco-tourism. It is now
important, that Romania further enhances the offers with well
managed National Parks, nature related offers, and investments
into authentic quality experiences in the rural areas around the
Carpathian Mountains.”

Interestingly, German tourists largely avoid very crowded
areas, such as the Black Sea coast. Instead, they prefer re-
gions with a strong cultural and historical identity, such as
Transylvania, Maramures, or Bucovina. This preference helps
spread tourism throughout the country and support local
economies, contributing to a more balanced and sustainable
development of Romania.

“German tourists are among the most important interna-
tional visitors to Romania, and their impact is particularly visible
in Brasov County and throughout Transylvania. In the first eight
months of 2025, they represented the largest group of foreign
tourists in our region. Their interest goes far beyond cultural
heritage: many of them are discovering Romania through active
and nature-based tourism. Beyond their direct economic and
cultural impact, German visitors have also become real ambassa-
dors for Romania’s most attractive destinations. Thanks to them,
Romania has in recent years transformed from an insider’s secret
for connoisseurs into a sought-after travel destination.”

Active and nature-based tourism is also reflected in the grow-
ing international popularity of Via Transilvanica, Romania’s
long-distance hiking trail.

“Of all hikers who have walked sections of Via
Transilvanica, approximately 12% come from abroad, and a sig-
nificant share of them are German. According to our data, around
8% of those who have completed the entire Via Transilvanica
route so far are from Germany. Among the trail’s ambassadors is
Christine Thiirmer, the first woman to complete Via Transilvanica
solo. She is internationally known for having walked over 65,000
kilometers on long-distance trails around the world.”

Companiile germane nu sunt actori ,,din exterior”, ci fac parte din viata economica a Romaniei. Ele contribuie direct la valoarea
creata Tn Romania, aduc tehnologie moderna si sunt contribuabili responsabili, care sustin in mod constant bugetul public.

Numai in 2024, firmele cu capital german au platit aproape 6
miliarde EUR sub forma de taxe directe, precum impozite pe
venit si contributii sociale. Acesti bani nu ramén in statistici. Ei
se intorc 1n societate sub forma investitiilor publice si a servi-
ciilor de care depindem cu totii: drumuri si autostrazi, spitale,
scoli sau salariile celor care lucreaza in sectorul public - pro-
fesori, politisti, medici sau angajati ai administratiilor locale.
Ca exemplu concret, impozitele directe platite de companiile
germane ar putea acoperi costurile unei autostrazi importante,
cum ar fi A7 Ploiesti-Pascani, iar contributia lor anuala depa-
seste chiar sumele atrase prin Planul National de Redresare si
Rezilienta.

In multe judete din Roméania, companiile germane se nu-
mara printre cei mai mari contribuabili privati. Prin taxele
platite, ele ofera autoritatilor locale stabilitate financiara si
mai multa libertate de a investi in dezvoltarea comunitatilor.
Responsabilitatea acestor companii nu se opreste insa la
cifre. Antreprenorii germani stiu ca o economie sanatoasa
pe termen lung are nevoie de o societate civila activa si inclu-
ziva. De aceea multe dintre aceste companii sustin initiative
sociale, proiecte educationale si programe de incluziune,
contribuind la coeziunea comunitatilor in care activeaza.

Un exemplu este Kaufland, care investeste constant in forma-
rea profesionald duala si in programe de incluziune, oferind
sanse reale de dezvoltare pentru tineri si pentru grupuri vul-
nerabile.

German companies take responsibility for Romania’s future

German companies are an integral part of the Romanian economy. They make a substantial contribution to national value creation
and actively support the country’s development through the facilitation of technology transfer. They are responsible taxpayers, and
their contributions play an important role in ensuring consistent state budget income.

Only in 2024 German companies paid almost €6 billion EUR
worth direct taxes - including income taxes and social contri-
butions. These contributions play an important in financing
infrastructure investments in roads and hospitals as well
salaries of state employees such as teachers, police officers
and town halls representatives. (Direct) taxes by German
companies could for instance cover the budget of the highway
A7 Ploiesti-Pascani. And their contributions have been more
important than the yearly influx in investments and funds that
Romania received so far through the National Recovery and
Resilience Plan.

In many counties in Romania, German companies are the
largest private taxpayers and provide important funding and
create a scope for action for local authorities. But their respon-
sibility does not stop at figures. German entrepreneurs know
that a healthy economy in the long term needs an active and
inclusive civil society. That is why many of these companies
support social initiatives, educational projects, and inclusion
programs, contributing to the cohesion of the communities in
which they operate.

One example is Kaufland, which constantly invests in dual
vocational training and inclusion programs, offering real
development opportunities for young people and vulnerable
groups. Such initiatives show that responsibility for Romania’s
future means more than economic success: it means involve-
ment, partnership, and care for people.

“At Kaufland, we are deeply aware of the responsibility
a company holds toward its customers, employees, partners,
and society as a whole.

iar invatamantul profesional dual este cheia succesului

Tn Romania, la fel ca in multe alte t3ri europene, lipsa de personal calificat se simte in aproape toate domeniile - industrie,
constructii, IT si servicii. Tinerii nu sunt atrasi de profesiile tehnice, programele scolare sunt depasite, iar practica lipseste.
Absolventii nu au competentele cerute de companii. La toate acestea se adauga emigrarea si schimbarile demografice: tot mai putini

tineri si o populatie imbatranita.

In acest context companiile se lupta sa giseascd si sd pastreze
angajati calificati. O solutie dovedita este invatamantul profe-
sional dual, dupa modelul german: teoria din scoald imbinata
cu practica in companie. Avantajele sunt clare: firmele isi for-
meaza specialistii conform nevoilor lor, tinerii se integreaza
devreme, iar absolventii sunt pregatiti pentru job. Perioadele
de acomodare se reduc, motivatia creste, iar ideile noi vin din
partea tinerilor.

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Qualified personnel is essential,

and dual vocational education is key

In Romania, as in many European countries, there is a widespread shortage of skilled workers across almost all sectors - industry,
construction, IT, and services. Young people are not attracted to technical professions, school curricula are outdated, and practical
training is lacking. Graduates do not have the skills required by companies. Added to this are emigration and demographic changes

(fewer young people and an aging population).

This makes it increasingly difficult for companies to find and
retain qualified employees in the long term. A proven solution
is the dual vocational training system, known from Germany:
theory at vocational school is combined with practical expe-
rience in a company. The advantages are clear: companies
can train skilled workers specifically according to their needs,
young talent is bound to the company early, graduates are
better prepared for professional work, onboarding times are
shortened, and the motivation and loyalty of trainees increase.
Young talents also bring fresh ideas, SMEs become more at-
tractive as employers, and skilled workers are more likely to
stay in their region.

Students are particularly attracted by the fact that dual
education guarantees them a job immediately after graduation.
Following her 10th-grade internship at a store in lasi, Alexia, a
participant in the Scoala de Carte si Meserii, project run by AHK
Romania together with Hornbach, Metro, Lidl, Penny, Selgros,
and dm drogerie markt, expressed her satisfaction: “Everything
went really well during the internship. We are learning about
sales, and | think it’s a great job.”

Improving the professional skills of young people and ensuring
a smooth transition from school to work also contributes to re-
ducing youth unemployment, which last year reached its highest
level in the European Union in Romania (26.3%). In compari-
son, Germany and other Member States that offer examples of
successfully developed dual vocational training systems have
the lowest youth unemployment rates in the European Union.
This creates an advantageous situation for companies, society,
and young people alike. In the 2024-2025 school year, around
35,000 trainees were enrolled in various vocational fields, with
most showing interest in mechanics and tourism/food services.

Since 2012, the Kronstadt German Vocational School
(SPGK) has been offering high-qualityvocational education in
Romanian, based on the proven German dual education system.
At SPGK, pupils are trained for some of the most sought-after
technical professions by leading companies in Brasov and
Romania - such as Airbus Aerostructures, Armaturenfabrik
Franz Schneider, Caditec Automation, DréixImaier Sisteme
Tehnice, Elmas, Hutchinson, Kronospan Trading, Lingemann
Beschaffungssysteme Preh Romania, Joysonquin Automotive
Systems Romania, Mepro Sisteme, Matikon Trim, Schaeffler
Romania and Stabilus Romania.

This model ensures that young people gain relevant qualifica-
tions, attractive career prospects and long-term employability,
while partner companies benefit from a reliable pipeline of
well-trained specialists who can be productively integrated from
day one.”
